And “Railway fare from
London via Harwich and Antwerp £1 7s 6d (£1.37. 5p) return to Liverpool Street”

Arthur Fox writes from West Africa, miles away from anywhere in one of the worst climates, “as far as I’'m concerned
anyone can have Africa lock stock and barrel” and his thirst is getting worse.

E JJ Reed send greetings from the Middle East and says he has had messages from J P Clark (in Italy) and Eric Tapper
(somewhere in North Africa) who both sound cheerful enough and look forward (as he does) to meeting again at
Headquarters in the not too distant future.

L D Lee writing on behalf of three exiled ‘Heathens (E A Gleeson, J G Lymbury and himself) at P.O.W. Camp Oflag v11 B
Germany says “Thanks ... for continuing to send us tobacco parcels... We did run for a while here, but the cold showers
afterwards, with the temperature much below anything known at Hayes, rather killed it. Moreover the beer is so weak!”

50 years ago in May 1969

The first ever National League fixture takes place at Twickenham. Blackheath are in the top division and finish 6™ and last in
a match against winners Birchfield, Polytechnic, Brighton & Hove, Cardiff and Thames Valley. The Blackheath team is
Frowde, Emery, Mahoney, Morgan, Falconer, Hawtin, Horwood, Willis, Richardson, Baldwin, Higgins, Clarke, McFarnell,
Woodcock, Haines, Harker, Hickey, Hudson, Hamlyn, Wadhams, Day, Walhen, Shapcott. Mike Mahoney comes along to
spectate but ends up in the team. Also competing is future member Mike Winch for Brighton & Hove. Highlight for the Club
is winning both strings of the triple jump. The Gazette comments that with continuous rain all morning “it was surprising
not to have a flooded track, but great pieces were soon cut out of it, leaving holes almost two inches deep”.

Among the winners on the day were future Athletics commentator Stuart Storey in the 110 hurdles, and lan Stewart in the
5000. Birchfield’s Howard Payne, who has only been beaten once by a fellow Briton since 1960, is disappointed to find the
hammer will not take place in the main arena but in an adjacent field. To register his dismay he takes his first five throws
left handed. After five rounds he is on 51.46 with his clubmate leading on 51.66. He takes his final throw right handed and
records 64.76 to win the competition. This would have placed him second in the first 2019 British League meeting of the
season at Swansea last month.

Comparing winning performances in 1969 with 2019, the performances at Twickenham in the 800, 1500, 3000 steeplechase
and 400 hurdles were superior to Swansea. In the chase, five performances in 1969 were quicker than the winning time in
2019.

Athletics Weekly describes a “thrilling” afternoon with the team positions changing often but also concludes “conspicuous
by their absence were a wind gauge, a scoreboard showing team scores, space in the programme for keeping such scores...
and, in any considerable number, spectators.”

The Centenary Ball takes place at the New Inn Hayes. 130 sat down for dinner, “centered around an excellent shoulder of
mutton”. At the end of the meal the President lit the 100 candles on an enormous Blackheath badge decorated cake. Then
with an excellent band the dancing began. “All too soon 1lam arrived and we all sang “auld lang syne”. This was no more
than a short respite. Within minutes the Clubhouse was packed with 99% of the New Inn contingent and “battle”
recommenced. It must be confessed that the music was not quite of such a high quality... but by that time few cared. The
mixture of candlelight and beer made your reporter’s notes a little blurred at this stage and a coherent report would not be
possible.”

Among the winners at the Kent Mens Championships at Crystal Palace are Chris Woodcock (3000 s/chase), Mike McFarnell
(400 hurdles), Peter Hudson (long jump), Jim Day (pole vault), Mike Turner (javelin). Mike Mahoney wins the Junior 100 and
200 titles.

25 years ago in May 1994,

Blackheath win the opening Division Two match of the season at Crystal Palace. Individual wins come from Julian Golding
(200), James Harrison (5000), Noel Levy (400H), Dave Lee (3000 steeplechase), Peter Yates (javelin), Lee Newman (shot and
discus). The same day the Club also fields three teams in the Southern League in divisions one, three and six. At the Div One



match at Parliament Hill the top three in the 1500 are 1. Gary Staines (Belgrave) 3.52.9, 2. Dave Heath (B’hth) 3.53.6, 3.
Keith Cullen (Chelmsford) 3.54.7, not a bad field.
