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After the Blackheath Harriers performances over the country in 1920 the Gazette observes “This, not with any intimate
knowledge of Dr. Johnson’s works, appears to put our position as regards the National and Southern, “A triumph of hope
over experience”... One of these seasons we shall no doubt experience our hopes”.

What would those reading it have made of the performances of the Club’s Senior Men 75 years later in 1995 in the
Southern and National Cross Country Championships and those new innovations the 12 stage road relays? It would not so
much be a case of experiencing hopes, but dreams.

For the Senior Men, it was their annus mirabilis. They won the Southern Championships with the lowest ever points score,
retained the National title at Luton and then won the Southern and National 12 stage road relays.

What would the readers of 1920 have made of the 1995 National, the first time the men and womens’ Championships were
held at the same venue? In 1920 it would be another two years before the Womens Amateur Athletics Association was
formed. (Their first ever track and field championships took place in Bromley at the OXO Sports Ground in 1923 so perhaps
we should be celebrating this at our upgraded venue in three years time).

So this month in Nottingham will be the 25" anniversary of the joint Championships. Nottingham has proved a happy
hunting ground for the Club in recent years with three team gold medals in the last two visits plus one set of bronze, all in
the younger womens age groups. We look forward to them bolstering our senior womens squad so we are ready for the
future mixed road relays!

A terrific storm of rain and wind greeted the runners directly they toed the line and continued throughout the eight
miles of country... Sixty seven started, being made up of thirty five BH and thirty two Ranelagh...A happy little crowd of
about seventy sat down to roast leg of mutton and sirloin of beef in the Clubroom...A smoking concert followed.”

“Will members be very careful to make a note that their presence is particularly wanted at Head-quarters on March 27" for
the Club Photo”

F R Limpenny is distinguishing himself at full back for the Harlequin’s “A” team.

“A very enjoyable outing was revived once more by our match against Felsted School...A great School for Cross Country is
Felsted, and as it was founded in 1564 they should know what is good sport.”

75 years ago in January 1945,

R Enfield wins the Senior mens race at the Kent Championships at Dartford. The Club are joint winners of the team race
with the London Fire Force. There is a clean sweep of the medals in the Junior Mens race with D Child first, R G Richardson
second and J H Scott Wilson third. They win the team race with 6 points, the lowest possible.

Match v Cambridge University Hare & Hounds “Snow and hard frost had held sway for several days, and long distance trains
were running up to six hours late. To make matters worse a thick fog enveloped London, which had eased somewhat by the
time the team assembled at Liverpool Street” The party “set out on the 12.33 pm train which eventually reached Cambridge
at 4.15pm. There was no heating on the train so the conditions can be imagined.....We proceeded at once to Pembroke
where the team changed, and eventually the race started at 4.35pm in the light of the fast setting sun...Owing to the late
hour, the course was cut by approximately a mile...our team did remarkably well... but conditions with frozen plough were
extremely trying, and it was fortunate the race was carried through without any serious falls.. The team are to be
congratulated on a very fine win... and our thanks are due to the team for their enthusiasm in making a journey under such
trying conditions when most fixtures were cancelled”

Letter from E J J Reed says “how he is itching to get back at the old Club piano and knock out some of the tunes he used to
play in the good old pre-war days... life out there in North Africa is not altogether without interest “but so much of the
interest is censorable so you will have to wait till my return home” “

50 years ago in January 1970

lan Wilson is 4™ in the Kent Championships at Canterbury leading the team to 2nd place. The Junior Mens team is 3", Tony
Dunnett wins the Youths race by 41 seconds, as the team finishes 2" There is a team win for the Boys squad which includes
future President Richard Coles, who is 11",

Bob Richardson finishes 12" in the Sao Paulo Round The Houses Race on New Years Day. He is then 4™ in the 5000 at a track
meeting two days later. Back in the UK, he is 26" in the Inter Counties in Derby, the first Kent runner to finish and then wins



the Club 10. “There was some dispute after the race as to who went off course and who did not. But let us just say that
some took the longer, prettier route and others the shorter, harder route, without having any serious effect on the finishing
positions.”

“For the National at Blackpool on the 28" February a special train leaves Euston at 7.50am returning there at 10pm for a
very reasonable £2. 10s.

“Coaching days continue on the first Sundays of February and March to the climax at St Marys Bay with the Easter weekend
and pre track season get together.”

25 years ago in January 1995.

51 year old Dave White is the new Club President. Outgoing President Steve Cluney nominates six new vice presidents
Spencer Newport, Jerry Barton, Mick Hamlin, Colin Poole, Steve Freemantle and Alan Stevens.
