Members visiting Hayes during the winter months will have
noticed scaffolding around the Clubhouse. This was in
support ofa major maintenance programme concerned with
carrying out remedial work at eaves level to the roof and
guttering facia boards. Also the rear wall has been treated to
overcome the damp patches on the clubroom wall. All this
work has now been completed, lets hope we have no more
water problems for a few years now.

During the course of this work however it was discovered
that the feet of a high proportion of the rafters were in avery
poor condition due to dry rot and woodworm also those on
the front of the building had been partly eaten by the
squirrels. Many will remember hearing them running around
in the roof space before the trees were cut down! Although
repairs have been made they are only of a somewhat
temporary nature and it will be necessary to overhaul the
roof in the next 5-10 years. In view of the major expenditure
involved a budgetary estimate is being obtained so that long
term financial provision can be made.

The claim for the storm damage to the cottage roof has

£2,500 towards the overall cost. It is hoped that work on
replacing the roofwill be completed very shortly.

ALEXANDER HOLLOWAY

D. P. CRUMP

It is with regret that we have learned of the death of David P.
Crump. Recent correspondence sent to his last known
address has remained unanswered and it was only as a result
of a visit to this address by a member ofthe Club that news of
his death was confirmed; he in fact died in 1978.

David joined the Club on the 7th April, 1930, having been
proposed by F. Sparks and seconded by S. H. Claydon. His
first racing appearance was at Catford Bridge in a 220 yards
invitation scratch race on 14th May, 1930, when he was
second.

When the Second World War began, David joined the
Royal Navy and served on escort ships with the Russian
convoys.

He became a life member in 1938, but little was seen ofhim
after his return to civilian life.

C. J. REWCASTLE WOODS

Charles, as he became popularly known, joined the Club in
1925 (as a 440 yard runner) when although there were one or
two members of more than average ability the track section at
that time was very much an infant yet to make its mark and
be a useful adjunct to the long established history of the club
as a Ccross country unit.

It wasn’t long before Charles established himself as the
man of the hour. His own undounded energy stirred the
enthusiasm of all around him so that within a few years with
Charles as Track Captain the seeds were sown and eventually
blossomed artfi Blackheath Harriers became recognised as a
track team to be respected.

In guiding the fortunes of the section he did not neglect his
own training schedules and emerged as a quarter miler of no

mean standard and could if called upon turn in a respectable
half mile.

In those days there were no leagues etc., competition was
limited to inter-club meetings usually mid-week and at the
weekends competing in invitation events held in conjunction
with the Business House Championships and Charity Galas.
Charles was quick to make use of these meetings to project
the name of the club in such an atmosphere.

Fortunately he was at the time the owner of a small car
which he frequently stuffed with a one mile medley team and
sojourns were made in the early 30’s to Sevenoaks,
Aidershot, Farnham and the annual visit to the “Ascot” of
the season - Cooks (St Pauls) the haberdashery firm on their
own grounds at the Green where the invitation events
included the Kent County Mile Medley Relay
Championship.

As | write | can see Charles (his wife and new son being
present) urging everyone to make a great effort to put the
club on the map and lift this title for the first time — which
was duly accomplished and remained in Blackheath’s
possession for many years. (Incidentally it was at this
meeting in 1932 that the Blackheath 4X110 yard team was
born — but that is another story).

Over the passing years we have drifted apart but such is the
nature of Blackheath Harriers that we can all lookback with
the fondest memories of friendship which have endured over
50 years and Charles will long be remembered with great
affection by all who trod the cinders with him in the 30’s.

You were a great asset to the club Charles and
undoubtedly helped to lay the foundations of a great Track
Section. Blackheath Harriers are indebted to you.

From a Blackheath point of view by far the most
outstanding performance on the track came from Alan
Guilder in the 5000m, going one better than his Birmingham
performance to win the ‘A’ string. For me one of the most
memorable sights of the 1988 British League season was
Alan’s wave to the crowd to signal his easy victory.
Elsewhere Pat Calnan produced his best ever British League
performance to date in the 3000m steeplechase, knocking
eight seconds off his personal best for third in the ‘B’ string.
The 800m has proved a useful points scorer for the club over
the past two years and Edinburgh proved no different, whilst
Chris Mcgeorge placed second in the ‘A’ string, Tony
Linford, now resident in Glasgow, produced a strong
performance for second in the ‘B’ string behind Birchfield’s
Rob Harrison. The 100m provided the biggest contest of the
day, with Steve Green, an established international sprinter
for over fifteen years, on his return to the first team, running
the ‘A’ string and Peter Crowe a serious athlete for only two
years running the ‘B’ string. Both showing in their own way
what hard work and dedication can do.

In the field there were wins for Tim Foulger in the high
jump and Graham Savory in the shot. Whilst in the pole
vault John Andrews equalled the club record in which he
already had a third share with 4.50m for fourth in the ‘A’
string.

Overall Haringey continued in the winning ways just
edging out a strong Wolverhampton team to go four points
clear at the top of the table. While for the ‘Heath’ another
strong team performance gained fourth place to lift us up to
fourth in the league, with just one match to go.

The first team won theevent
at Crystal Palace but were beaten into second place
nationally by Sale Harriers; | went home and drank large
guantities of falling over water.

Dunfermline October, 1988
My trail to the National Biathlon Championships started on
a cold Sunday in October — | came second in the Southern
Area Championships — | had won the swimming and came
second in the running.

Still shaking, | got onto the blocks — my start was slow but
by half way | had settled down and was more determined
than ever. | beat Daniel comfortably and swam a personal
best by a second. At the end of the first day | was lying eighth
out of 56 competitors.

We reported in at 9 o’clock the next day and | decided to
take a look at the course — it was murderous. After warming
up and waiting around | eventually had to run. | had decided
to go out fast as it was only 1,000 metres — my first mistake.
The start was at the top ofa nice slope leading into a park —
the finish was at the top of a steep hill.

At the top | felt
extremely flat footed and the sight of the finish did not
inspire me, it was more ofa relief. Although | felt so bad | had
in fact clocked up the second fastest run in 3 minutes 08
seconds.

At the end of the day my old rival Daniel had won overall
with a superb run of 3 minutes 01 seconds bringing him from
11th to 1st place. My run put me in 6th place, one point
behind the 5th place competitor. Obviously | must learn to
run faster — over to you Andy!

SOUTH DOWNS WAY 80 MILE
EUROPEAN CHALLENGE TRAIL RACE

The 7th running of this popular Summer ultra trail race on
the South Downs Way was held as usual on the weekend
closest to the longest day.

For those lucky enough to have a support crew the transfer
of baggage from the start to the halfway point, then on to the
finish would not be necessary. All the luxuries such as
changes of clothes, special food and drink could be provided
at frequent intervals by long suffering friends and relations. |
would have to rely on what | could carry for the first 41.5
miles and what | had packed thereafter.

The start was at the Queen Elizabeth Country Park in
Petersfield at 9 am on Saturday morning and the object was
to run, walk, stagger, limp or crawl to the Eastbourne Rugby
Club, following a series of shorthand instructions, within the
27 hour time limit over the rockhard uneven and steep chalk
footpaths littered with ankle turning flints.

Entry, which costs £15, is limited to 500 (which still makes
it the largest trail run of its type) and represents very good
value for money as it includes two meals and numerous
snacks on the route.

The first half of the race went quite quickly, though the
weather was hot and humid and it was a real pleasure to
frequently be alone on the downs. Auto-pilot had to be
disconnected at Truleigh Hill (41.5 miles), however, where it
was necessary to grab a meal, decide what the night
equipment to carry and then to stir legs into action once
more.;

(Record
detour claimed by one of the other competitors was 14
miles!). Three of us ‘ran’ the last 15 miles together and in the
friendly spirit of the race finished joint 103 in a time of 16
hours 10 minutes (6 hours behind the winner!).

ROUND-THE-WALLS RACE
Chester Boxing Day

“Round and Round the Roodee the Ragged Runners Ran”
John was a long-time mate from schooldays. Every
Christmas we used to meet up for a pint and a nostalgic chat
on my annual visit to Stockport. In 1979 | took up running.
So too and totally independently did John. For my 1981 visit
| suggested a trip to Chester on Boxing Day for the Round-
the-Walls Race. The gauntlet once thrown was readily
accepted and eight short hours after the last glass of port and
mince pies had been downed | was up again for the forty mile
drive to Chester.

We made it through the snow drifts and arrived to find the
walls pronounced too dangerous to run on so John’s
introduction to racing was 4/, laps of Chester Race Course
run in a howling blizzard. Single file along a trench a foot in
width, the snow being so deep as to make overtaking
impossible, followed by the ordeal of the jockey’s changing
rooms, sinks and toilets frozen solid by the arctic conditions.
In recompense however, we discovered the old custom
house; a superb pub with a roaring fire serving real ale.
Return visits were guaranteed from that moment.

That first year | finished well in front of John and went on
to make it 2-0 in 1982 finishing 141 and 157 with 18 seconds
separating us. But with the advent of serious marathon
training the next three years all went John’s way with
victories in 83 61/129, '84 54/79 and’85 55/63. Having been
subjected to his devastating surges late in the race three years
on the trot | was ready for him come 1986.

The course is a tough one with two distinct elements, cross
country with a hard centre. | lead John all round the Roodee
(Chester Race Course), up the huge bank of steps leading to
the walls and along the walls themselves — dangerous to
walk on and perilous to be sprinting over with rises and falls
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Wall runner, Jim Phelan.

of up to a dozen flights of steps in places: at the widest
sections — non more than six feet narrowing to three in
others making overtaking nigh on impossible. | relaxed
along the walls waiting for John’s inevitable charge and
when it came, on the last downward flight of steps, | went
with him — caught him as we reached the racecourse, and
beat him by two seconds in a sprint finish. In doing so we had
improved to 33rd and 34th positions respectively and the
series now stood at 3-3.

In 19871 celebrated Christmas in London for the first time
ever and by my return north in '881 discovered that the race
was now renamed the “Not-Round-The Walls” Race, as the
city fathers in their wisdom had decided that a couple of
hundred runners charging over the ramparts would do
untold damage to their venerated ruins— so we were to run a
couple of laps of the Roodee sandwiched around a lap of the
town inside the walls. John was pleading injury and lack of
training. | was in good form and eager to take the initiative.
After a lap ofthe racecourse | was well in front of him and
improved a further ten places through the town despite the 90
degree turn alongside the muddy canal bank. A cynical
attempt to reduce the field no doubt! On hitting the track for
the final mile | was content to hold my position and was
working hard at about 5.20 pace. 400 metres to go and |
suddenly became aware of serious breathing coming up on
my left shoulder. Before | had a chance to react, Sweeney was
10 metres ahead and sprinting towards the finish. | dug deep
into my reserves and gradually pulled him back, catching
him with 200 to go. Now it was my turn. | sprinted flat out for
the line catching a couple of startled runners on the way — 20
metres to go and | eased off; and back came the Sweeney
going like an express train — we both lunged for the line and
deadheated.

Thus, after seven races in eight years, in which we’ve
improved from the back of an ever increasing field to the top
30, the score now stands at 4-4. So when you’re lying in your
bed on Boxing Day next and your head’s throbbing, your
tongue’s grown a fur coat and your stomach’s bloated with
turkey and pudding and you’re just about to roll over for a
couple of hours more kip — spare athought for me and John
doing battle round the walls ofancient Chester and | promise
we’ll spare a thought for you when we get in that pub
afterwards. j-p.

Basingstoke 14th January, 1989
The ever-increasing support for our Championship teams in
the winter — at Country area and National level — could be
simply explained: more and more members realise that they
might miss a Blackheath medal-winning performance! And
this was another of those days, when Jerry Barton first
played with, and then demolished, some very useful
opposition with a marvellous display of powerful, confident,
front-running.

“SECOND PLACE GAINED IN NATIONAL CC RELAY”
12th March. 1989

For the first time in three attempts the E.C.C.U. managed to
promote a National Cross Country Relay that assembled a
field more in keeping with the title of the race. A twisting
course at Berry Hill Park in Mansfield was an appropriate
setting with each of the four runners in the main event
completing two laps to accumulate 4 X 5000m. Great for
spectators and apparently runners alike, perhaps the
E.C.C.U. will adopt this venue as a permanent home, and
why not?

With four per team prognosticators would have plumped
for about six or seven teams being in with a shout, the Heath
included. Whether or not they would have overlooked the
eventual winners is a matter for conjecture.

Lap 1: A steady start from Alan Guilder (described after
the race as a bad start and not by design) saw him work his
way steadily through the field to be in 11th place at halfway
round his leg. It proved the better way to run in fact due to
the wind at the finish and throughout the second half ofhis
leg he moved through to eventually place fifth in 15.26.
Leaders were Shaftesbury (15.16), Aidershot (15.18) and
Tipton (15.20). Eventual winners were only five seconds
behind us, but we were not to know.

Lap 2: To the observer Bill Foster adopted similar tactics
and made a steady start. Shaftesbury went off quickly,
perhaps the occasion getting the better of Bannister, who was
to suffer later in the leg. National Champions Tipton were in
evidence on this lap as Woolridge brought them into the lead
and their many fans raised voice for a while. Bill ran a steady
leg that kept us in amongst the challengers while the cast
began to shuffle themselves around. Border, fourth on lap
one, began to slip back to an eventual 21st. At the close Bill
brought us in sixth after recording 15.36. Leading were
Tiptpn (30.42), Highgate (30.40), Shaftesbury (30.52) with us
on 31.02. Stourport were just seven seconds down on us in
8th.

Lap 3: Going off in sixth place, it took Jerry Barton only
the first lap of 2500m to get to the front. His task was helped
somewhat by Tipton having to rely on the services of Andy
Holden and this certainly gave help to our cause.
Throughout the second half of the course Jerry set about
building up as much as he could for our final runner.
Meanwhile Stourport were moving through to third,
courtesy of Jackson (8th at Cheam) and with the Heath in
front for the .first time it was Stretford just ahead of
Stourport chAsing us. Jerry ran 14.51 which at the end of the
day was equal fastest with Dalloway (Stourport) and Dee
(Luton). The situation with a lap to go was Blackheath 45.53.
Stretford 46.12, Stourport 46.13, Highgate 46.17.
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Lap 4: ‘Certainly fitter than at Cheam but with still some
way to go* was Spencer Newport’s assessment of his
capabilities. This proved to be true but he probably didn’t
relish the thought of going off in front with the chasing cast
including Dalloway, Mugglestone and 1985 European
Junior Champ O’Brien. Spencer ran solidly throughout the
first half ofthe leg while Dalloway wasted no time in showing
the assembled crowd what he had in mind. O’Brien certainly
knew as the Stretford runner was left immediately and had
no option but to let Dalloway get on with it. By the end of the
first lap Spencer was caught and trying hard to stay in
contact. It was not to be however and Stourport completed
their first National title. Eleven seconds down Spencer
brought us home comfortably ahead of the rest of England,
having run his leg in 15.22.

A little further back Michael Trinca, Mark Watling, Bill
O’Donnell and Richard Coles continued to battle on.

By the line, although we did not manage a medal position,
it is fair to say everyone had run every bit as well as the year
before. Indeed our excellent pacing was demonstrated by the
fact that we were the only team to put all 9 runners into the
top 200. Pity there was no prize or official accolade for that.
A truly great team effort which was duly recognised down the
Clubhouse in the evening.

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Some personal impressions by Reg Kirk
On Friday, the day before, | parked in Nonsuch Park, just off
the Ewell Road. Locals were arriving in cars, disgorging their
dogs, putting on their wellies, deerstalkers, caps or woollen
hats, and putting up their large, striped umbrellas. It was 9.50
and it was raining!

I made my way to the Mansion House where other
Heathens, who were to help with the preparation of the
course, had arranged to meet. | was welcomed, first, by Tony
Oldfield who directed me to a keeper’s room at the rear ofthe
house, access to which lay through a pleasant, walled, old
English garden. There | found Ken Johnson and Peter
Stenning who were expecting Alan Brent also. Soon we set
off for what was to be the start and the finish ofthe next day’s
events.

As we walked and chatted along the road, through an
avenue of tall, stately trees, the wide expanse of the park
looked most attractive. It looked like open country, dotted
with clumps of trees and tall bushes, and with rough
grassland stretching away and gently rising in the distance.
There were people strolling with their dogs and one or two
joggers about.

At the far end of the avenue, work had already started.
Alan was there, as well as Phil Saxon and Bob Soutar.
Wooden fencing for the finishing funnel was being erected.
Coils of rope, metal posts, tall ‘Start’ stakes with numbers at
the top, and numerous rolls of orange-coloured tape,
carrying the insignia ‘Provincial Insurance PLC’, were there
waiting to be set out. Other helpers from the SCCCA and
local clubs were sorting things out. Work soon started in
earnest! The finishing ropes and lanes were quickly in place.
The ‘Start’ stakes, numbered in tens, were laid out, running
from 1 on the right to 320 on the left. This had to be reversed
— after that we took things more steadily! Despite the heavy
showers, the blustery wind and the cold, there was a good
deal of fun and laughter meantime.

After a short break for lunch we proceeded to stretch out
the ‘Provincial’ tape between the stakes which had been set
up around the course. This was my first opportunity to be
out, along the course. It looked ‘interesting’. The grass was
rough, with collections of mole-hills. There were ditches,
slopes, of which some were.long and gradual, and others,
very short, steep, and slippery; some sharp bends, and some
decidely rough ground over the last 200 yards to the finish. In
contrast, on the farthest stretch of the course, the going was
quite smooth, lending itselfto a bit of really fast work. The
two lots of trail-layers, one from each end, met up, surveyed
the scene, decided it looked good, and returned to base.
Nothing more needed to be done that day.

As | walked back through the avenues | found myself
thinking about the following day’s events. How would our
runners fare? Would we have a winner? How would our
teams get on? Would they enjoy the course? What would the
weather be like! Ifit was no worse than today’s, which was
bad enough, the going would be reasonable, though tough,
but, to my mind, as near to a true cross-country course as
could be used for events like these.

On Saturday morning, repeating my walk along the
avenue towards the start, the course marking tape was clearly
visible. Here and there somebody was tightening or re-
joining it, and checking over the course. There were one or
two joggers and some dogs and their owners in the tranquil
scene. At the end of the avenue the mood changed. There
were vans and cars, ambulances, marquees, and plenty of
people moving about. | found the reception/changing area at
N.E. Surrey College of Technology, near Ewell East station.
To me, it seemed quite a distance away and | was reminded of
the long trek from our own H.Q. to the start at Wickham
Church. With little going on, at least outside the building, |
returned straightaway to the Park and began to walk round
the course.
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By now the runners were about, exploring the course,
some jogging some walking. | smilingly asked one ‘senior’ if
he was sorting out the flat bits. He passed without replying,
looking straight ahead. ‘A deadly serious one there’, |
thought. At a high point on the course | met a local, middle-
aged man, who greeted me most cheerfully and went on to
say how lucky the local people were in having this very
natural park which was once part of Henry VIII’s hunting
grounds stretching from there right across to Richmond
Park. It was certainly a very pleasant vista. A little further on
four ‘youths’ came jogging towards me. They appeared quite
happy, ’till suddenly one stopped, clutched a knee and sat
down. He rubbed his knee apprehensively as his mates came
back. With their encouragement he was on his feet and away!
‘What was all that about’ | wondered. Shortly | came to a
large, rectangular, ornamental pond from which flowed a
narrow stream at each corner across the course. There were a
couple of slippery slopes as well, and for about eighty yards
the whole area was a bit mucky, needing to be negotiated
with care. ‘Could be interesting up here' | thought. The
ground rose again after this. Four ‘Juniors’ from the north
passed me, chatting away. “Coo, London has a hill”*, said
one. “No, it's flat as a pancake™, said another. Now, more or
less at the farthest part of the course, a tall, young ‘Senior’,
very ahtletic-looking, but quite relaxed, came trippingly
towards me, clearly enjoying his warm-up. “Like the
course?” | ventured. “Yeah, it's great,” he said, obviously
looking forward to his race. ““Have a good run,” | called after
him. Half turning, and with a big smile, he called back
“Thanks, have a good afternoon.”

Now bending back towards the start, | could hear music
from the loud-speakers. Then announcements: ‘Will the
person who has the keys to the toilets please come and unlock
them!” ‘And will the marshalls now make their way to their
posts.’ Things were hotting up. Not that the weather was, for,
by now it was raining heavily, the sky was dark and a cold
wind was blowing. 11 didn't look as if it would ease up for the
rest of the afternoon. It didn’t! Here | joined Hilary Johnson
and Vi Stenning sharing Hilary’s lunch, Vi's being up the
course in Peter’s pocket!

Behind their starting pen the BH lads were getting ready to
go. Mike Peel was proudly holding aloft the Club ensign.
George Brooks was ready with his plastic bags to look after
their clothes. Tony Weekes-Pearson was there, Colin Brand
and others | couldn’tdiscern through my rain-coated specs. A
warning sounded that the Youth’s race was about to begin.
Track suits were bundled into George’s bags and last
adjustments made. The lads lined up, a pistol cracked and
they were away, chasing across a broad stretch of soggy
grass, dotted with molehills. Soon they were out of sight.

The BH Ensign moved up-field, followed by a small band
of Heathens —just some of many spread round the park. At
a loop in the course we switched from side to side, shouting
encouragement to BH runners. As to their prowess, well, |
leave it to others, more knowledgeable and discerning, to
discuss and give judgment. To me, as I'm sure to all others, it
was a great joy to see all those lads striving, in difficult
conditions, to give of their best.

Before the Juniors | moved farther up course, coming
across the ‘Three Musketeers’, Ken, Peter and Tony who,
together, were making adjustments to the marking tape and
stakes. Peter had no time to return Vi’s lunch so he and Ken
did the next best thing and washed it down with a ‘noggin’ (to
keep the cockles warm)!

The Juniors were approaching and there was a scuttling
back to posts. More bunched than the Youths, and coming
round twice. The course had become more muddy and
slippery, and many tunners, naturally, were running close to
the firmer edges, at times brushing the tape and metal rods.
Some danger lay here, as was seen by those marshalls who
shouted to runners “mind the posts” and put a hand over the
top of them. It struck me that these rods, about halfan inch
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in diameter and standing some 2-3 feet out of the ground,
might be better capped with rubber or plastic.

| was now at a point where | could see most ofthe course so
| decided to stay there until after the second lap of the Senior
race, when | would move back towards the finish. ‘Here they
come’ went up the shout as they came over the brow of a
fairly long slope up from the comparatively flat ground
which extended for quite a distance from the start. | am
always thrilled by scenes like this — a great mass of runners
surging forward, muscles stretched, with graceful rhythmical
strides, controlled breathing, and a determined yet relaxed
look which cannot fail to stir those who enjoy this sport, not
discounting those, of course, who do not display such
attributes, but, nonetheless — to cull from the Olympics —
‘take part’. | caught a glimpse of Jerry Barton, well to the
fore with Richard Coles and others of the BH team not far
behind. At the second lap the running ‘snake’ stretched well
round the course — a fascinating sight as it bent and wound
its way. | moved off towards the finish, passing Ken Pike,
notebook and pencil in hand, noting BH positions. “You're
just within 200,” he was calling out, “Step it up a bit— up the
Heath!”

Reaching the last few yards to the finish, | watched the
antics of the Funnel Control Stewards. | always find these
entertaining! They proceed so smoothly, although
accompanied by much shouting and waving ofarms to urge
the runners to “keep moving, keep moving forward...”
Their deft footwork as they move across the funnel, opening
and closing lanes as the runners come storming in, is like a
‘palais glide’.

Most of the field were now in and | moved towards the end
of the funnel, where a group of Heathens had gathered.
There was Dick Choat, who had come up from Gloucester
and others already mentioned. My mind went back to the 50s
and 60s when Dick was hareing across Hayes Common, over
the ‘Pylon field’ and ‘up Fox’. | learned that he and several
others of his era, including Sydney Wooderson, who had
come up from the West Country, were to attend the
‘National’ supper at Hayes that evening.

On the break-up of this gathering | made my way back to
the car park beyond the Mansion House. There were big
puddles in the road, the grass verges were muddy and it was
cold. Across the park most of the equipment had been taken
away, the course had been cleared, and, apart from the mud,
it all looked very much as before. The locals had taken over
again. It was 4.30 when, wet and cold, | reached my car. |
discarded the outer layer of clothes, changed footwear, got
into the car, turned on the engine and heat, ate my ham
sandwiches and drank my coffee (still hot) — | had carried
them around in my knapsack all day — and then, with a
farewell glance across the park, and a symbolic nod ofthanks
to Henry VIII, | drove off through the gates of Nonsuch
Park, feeling very happy that | had, at long last, attended a
‘National' — and in the company of so many Heathens.

Roeselare, Belgium 5th March, 1989
West Flanders can be recommended. For a start they seem to
have a nice relaxed attitude to life. Time passes without being
accelerated and there is always plenty of time to relax and
enjoy a glass ofbeer. That is just as well because the town of
Roeselare makes one of the classic brews at its Rodenbach
Brewery. The standard Rodenbach is a delight and readily
available at the Meeting, but also give the Alexander and the
GrandCru a try. You won't be disappointed.

Not many clubs are capable of putting out a coach full of
people for such an excursion but whether the Rodenbach
attracted many of them can only be suspected. The transport
left early on Saturday morning for the Sunday races and

How on earth do
two small laps and three big laps total a mere 2690 metres?

Mark
Steinle, one week after winning the National Schools title on
a very muddy course more than twice this length, found this
the other end of the country spectrum. Left at the start he
took the two small laps and the first big one to join Jonathon
Murray at the start ofthe line-up. No sooner had he done this
than it was time to go. He gradually stretched away from the
rest as Jon lost ground on the pursuing Belgian. Behind them
Anthony Draper was moving through and at the finish was
up to eighth. Mark and Jonathon were on the rostrum after
this race in a heartening sight which led to us taking the Unic
Roeselare Trophy for the Kadetten (for that’s what they are.)

We also had a winner in the next age group but we did not
realise this immediately. Danny Whitcombe placed sixth in
the race but when the results of Scholerin (b. 1972-73) were
split into year results it became clear that Danny had won the
1973 group. Prizes were dished out with the usual
Continental generosity making me wonder if we can match
this when the Cross Cup makes its debut in Kent next season?

QOur other large representation was in the Veterans race
(Golden Oldies) over 6920m. This was also run over five
separate laps and took in a fair amount of running
guaranteed to make elderly ankles ache the following day. It
also included a wooden hill that had been covered for the
occasion with a coconut matting. None of us could match the
runing of Euan Robertson, the N.Z. team manager here and
once a fourth placer in the National as well as a regular
steeplechase finallist in major Games a few years ago.
(Personally | don’t remember him but John Baldwin does; in
fact only just remember John Baldwin!) What am | saying?
John Baldwin was also here and close to the front with
Pete Hamilton. At least that’s what | am reliably told as |
could not quite make them out ahead of me. They both
found the course to their liking and we all seemed quite
pleased with the results ofthis race except for Mike Williams,
who only just got his shoes on in time but won a clock for his
42nd place, which seemed strangely suitable.

The big event was the final in the Cross Cup series and it
included Hackney, Tunstall, Dalloway, Bristow and
European stars such as Levant (France) and Maes (Holland).
A total of 8110m was distributed over two small laps and five
large laps. This certainly gave the spectators the chance to
follow the race without the inconvenience of having to jog
across the course like the poor souls have to do in Britain.
The Heath fielded Jerry Barton and Rob Farish in amongst
the stars and it was Rob who became the first, and possibly
only casualty as he fell on the first lap. Meanwhile Jerry was
up the front with the names as Hackney went about securing

himself the ‘Series Prix’ for the overall winner. Only Tunstall

really stayed near him and as Hackney celebrated his pay day

he almost eased up enough for Tunstall to play Tracey to his
Ovett (if your memory goes back that far. Ifit does you can

probably also remember Euan Robertson). Over the second

half of the race Jerry got away from the attentions of Maes

and Bristow for an excellent sixth place and one of his best!
runs of a very good winter. The hunt around the course for

his missing moustache was finally called off when news

filtered through that it had actually been shaved off in aid of
Comic Relief the previous day.

In the Mens Open race that closed the proceedings there
were good runs from Mark Watling (5th) and Tony Linford
(6th). Tony in particular was surprising as many regarded
11km as being a touch far for him. But then we learned that
he had designs on a long leg in the 12 stage Road Relays]
coming up.

After the prizegiving and the last chance to quaff the
Rodenbach it was a mercifully short walk to the coach and
we settled in for the return journey. Almost before we even
started back John Baldwin produced the champagne and the
afternoon’s events were celebrated with some of the
victorious Kadettes team sinking their share of the falling
down juice. Champagne on the coach eh? Some of these guys
on the trip certainly have that certain class. On the return
ferry the hungrier masses headed for the smorgasborg and
settled in for the entire duration ofthe journey home. Course
followed course and for some it was ‘bloat city’ by the time
we docked at Ramsgate. We seemed to miss the turbulancel
by not too much and the final [*2 hours seemed 1-0-n-g.

But what a weekend. It was certainly a memorable trip and
enough to have me looking forward to returning to]
Roeselare.
